Background:
The Royal Government of Bhutan (RGoB) has identified urban development, as a priority area in its long-term development strategy. In support of this development objective, the Government of Denmark provides support to the RGoB through a combined sector Programme on Environment and Urban development in five district towns; Environment Urban Sector Programme Support (EUSPS). 

The aim is to improve the quality of life in district towns through the provision of enhanced urban services like water supply and sanitation, sewerage and solid waste and better urban management skills.

As an input from RGOB, additional engineers and support staffs are required to be in place so that the planned activities under the Programme in the five towns can be completed successfully and on time

Duties:

The duties of the JE will include but no necessarily be limited to:
· Assist the AE with planning, implementation and monitoring of the various projects under the town whenever required.
· Assist in preparation and finalisation of  working drawings, technical specification, estimates and tender documents of minor projects like; footpaths, sheds, storm water drains, street lightning, retaining walls, roads, public toilets etc.
· Assistance during tendering phase and tender evaluation.
· Supervision of contract works and verification of running bills.

· Scrutiny and approval of individual sewer and water drawings (house connections)as part of project approval.

· Ensure that all projects are implemented in a technically sound and efficient manner with emphasis on quality.

· Quality assurance of all infrastructure works

· On the job training of subordinate staff.

· Be available for the Engineering Division for other works related to the urban development of Samtse. (Issues outside the EUSPS). 

· The Junior Engineer shall prepare a monthly work plan for his personal work and submit it to the AE. (A copy shall be submitted to the EUSPS secretariat). 
· The Junior Engineer shall report to the AE for day-to-day routine works.


·  Quality of construction at site, contractor’s compliance to technical specification, quantity survey.
